2 INSTALLATION AND OPERATING ENVIRONMENT

Design and selection

1. Confirm the specifications.
Read the specifications carefully and use this product appropriately
if it is used outside the r  ange of specifications for load current, v

. The product ma y be damaged or malfunction
oltage, temper ature or impact.

2. Take precautions when multiple actuators are used close together

When two or multiple auto switch actuators are lined up in close pro ximit y, magnetic field interference ma y cause
the switches to malfunction. Maintain a minimum actuator separ ation of 10mm.
(When the allow able interv al is specified for each actuator series, use the indicated v alve)
3. Keep wiring as short as possible.
Although longer wiring does not affect the function, please k eep it to 100m or shorter
4. Do not use a load that gener  ates surge v oltage.
Although a z ener diode for surge protection is connected at the output side of a solid state auto switch, damage
mavy still occur if the surge is applied repeatedly . When aload such as arela y or solenoid which gener  ates surge

is directly driv en, use at ype of switch with a built  -in surge absorbing element.

5. Cautions for use in an interlock circuit.
When an auto switch is used for an interlock signal requiring high reliabilit
avoid trouble b 'y pro viding a mechanical protection function, or b
with the auto switch.
Also perform periodic maintenance and confirm proper oper ation.

6. Ensure sufficient clear ance for maintenance activities.
When designing an application, be sure to allow sufficient clear ance for maintenance and inspections.

Mount / adjustment

1. Do not drop or bump
Do not drop , bump or apply ex cessiv e impacts (1000m/s2 or more for solid state switches) while handling.
Although the body of the switch ma y not be damaged, the inside of the switch could be damaged and cause a
malfunction.

2. Do not carry a actuator by the auto switch lead wires.
Never carry a actuator by its lead wires. This ma  y not only cause brok
elements of the switch to be damaged b y the stress.

3. Mount switches using the proper tightening torque.
If a switch is tightened bey ond the r ange of tightening torque, the mounting screws, mounting br
may be damaged. On the other hand, tightening below the r ange of tightening torque ma
slip out of position.

4. Mount a switch at the center of the oper ating r ange.
Adjust the mounting position of an auto switch so that the piston stops at the center of the oper
range in which a switch is ON). (The mounting position shown in the catalog indicates the optimum position at
strok e end.) If mounted at the end of the oper ating r ange (around the borderline of ON and OFF), oper
be unstable.

Wiring
1. Avoid repeatedly bending or stretching lead wires.

Brok en lead wires can result from wiring patterns which repeatedly apply bending stress or stretching force to
the lead wires.

2. Confirm proper insulation of wiring.
Be certain that there is no fault y wiring insulation (contact with other circuits, ground fault, improper insulation
between terminals, etc.) Damage ma y occur due to ex cess current flow into a switch.

3. Do not wire with power lines or high v oltage lines.
Wire separ ately from power lines or high v oltage lines, a voiding par allel wiring or wiring in the same conduit with
these lines. Control circuits containing auto switches ma y malfunction due to noise from these other lines.

4. Do not allow short circuit of loads.
All models of PNP outputt  ype switches do not ha  ve built -in short circuit protection circuits.
Note that if a load is short circuited, the switch will be instantly damaged because of ex cess current flow into the
switch. *T ake special care to a void rev erse wiring of the brown power supply line and the black output line on
3-wire t ype switches.

5. Avoid incorrect wiring.
If connections are rev  ersed (power supply line + and power supply line -) on a 3- wire t ype switch, the switch will
protected b y a protection circuit. Howev er, if the power supply line (+) in connected to the blue wire and the
power supply line (-) is connected to the black wire, the switch will be damaged.

Operating environment

1. Do not use in an area where a magnetic field is gener ated.
Auto switches can malfunction or magnets inside actuators can become demagnetiz ed.
2. Do notuse in an en vironment where the auto switch will be continually exposed to w ater.

Although switches satisf y IEC standard IP67 construction (JIS C 0920: w atertight construction), a void using
switches in applications where continually exposed to w ater splash or spr ay. Poor insulation or swelling of the
potting resin inside switches ma y cause malfunction.

3. Do notuseinanen vironment with oil or chemicals.
Consult SMC if auto switches will be used in an en vironment with coolant, cleaning solv ent, v arious oils or
chemicals. If auto switches are used under these conditions for ev en a short time, they ma  y be adv ersely
affected b y improper insulation, malfunction due to swelling of the potting resin, or hardening of the lead wires.

4. Do not use in an en vironment with temper  ature cy cles.
Consult SMC if switches are used where there are temper ature cy cles other than normal air temper ature
changes, as there ma y be adv erse effects inside the switches.

5. Do not use in an area where surges are gener ated.
When there are units (solenoid t ype lifter , high frequency induction furnace, motor
amount of surge in the area around actuators with solid state auto switches, this ma
damage to the switches.

Maintenance

1. Perform the following maintenance periodically in order to prev
malfunction.

1) Securely tighten switch mounting screws.
If screws become loose or the mounting position is dislocated, retighten them after readjusting the mounting
position.
2) Confirm that there is no damage to lead wires.
